This pattern has:       18 Movements 
The meaning of the pattern is:     JOYFULLNESS 
The Korean representation of the pattern is:  TAE 
 
The colour of the belt for this pattern is GREEN, which in Taekwondo mythology 
represents the GROWING SHOOT, which is the student’s knowledge of Taekwondo 
starting to grow. This means that the new student is beginning to grasp the basics of 
Taekwondo.
